The Telangana Council of
Higher Education and Com-
missionerate of Collegiate
Education on Thursday re-
leased the DOST 2025 spe-
cial phase counselling
schedule, with registrations
and web options open from
July 25 to 31.

As per the schedule, cer-
tificate verification for can-
didates claiming degree ad-
mission under special
category - PH, CAP, NCC,
Sports or Extra Curricular
Activities - is scheduled for
July 31. Fresh candidates
and students who earlier
registered on DOST but

State to grade private
professional colleges

They will be categorised into five — A+, A,B,C
and D — grades based on various criteria

Private professional colleges
in the State will soon be
graded under a new system,
which is set to be rolled out
to standardise quality and
bring accountability to
higher education,

Under the proposed sys-
tem, the colleges are likely to
be categorised into five - A+,
A, B, Cand D - grades based
on academic and infrastruc-
ture criteria. The grading
system will be applicable to
private professional colleges
offering engineering, phar-
macy, MBA, MCA, BEd,
MEd, MTech, MPharmacy,
BArch and MArchpro-
grammes. According to
sources, the grading will be
based on several parame-
ters, including National As-
sessment and Accreditation
Council grade, National In-
stitutional Ranking Frame-
work ranking, infrastruc-
ture, placements and faculty,

Sources say that based on
the grading, the college’s tu-
ition fee will be determined
accordingly. In addition, the
government plans to link the
grading system to the fee re-
imbursement disbursal. The
government intends to pri-
oritise and disburse fee re-
imbursement to colleges
that are categorised under
A+, A and B.

The government already
owes nearly Rs 8,000 crore
fee reimbursement arrears
to the private colleges, in-
cluding professional col-
leges. The colleges have re-
cently joined hands and
threatened an indefinite
strike if the government fails
to clear fee arrears. How-
ever, instead of clearing the
tuition fee arrears, the gov-
ernment plans to grade col-
leges and link it to fee rejm-
bursement.

To frame modalities for
fee fixation in private pro-
fessional colleges and their
grading, the government

will shortly constitute a 10-
member committee, which
is likely to be headed by
Telangana  Council of
Higher Education Chairman
Prof V Balakista Reddy.

e committee is likely to
have Technical and Golle-
giate Education Commis-
sioner A Sridevasena,
TGCHE Secretary Prof Sri-
ram Venkatesh, JNTU-Hy-
derabad  Registrar K
Venkateswara Rao, and offi-
cials drawn from Direc-
torate of Town and Country
Planning, Social Welfare de-
partment and a senior QU
Engineering Department
professor and other govern-
ment officials besides sub-
ject experts as members,

As per sources, the panel
will study the fee fixation
methods followed in other
States and develop guide-
lines for tuition fee fixation
in the State. The order copy
on the committee constity-
tion has been referred to the

Spl phase, spot admission schedule
announced for DOST 2025

'HYDERABAD: The Telangana
Council of Higher Education
(TGCHE), in coordination with
the Commissioner of Col-
legiate Education and Degree
Online Services, Telangana
(DOST), has announced the
schedule for the DOST 2025-
26 Special Phase and Spot
admissions.

Prof. V. Balakista Reddy,
Chairman of TGCHE and
Convener- DOST, and A. Sai
Devasena, Commissioner

of Collegiate Education on
Thursday have declared that

the Special Phase registra-
tion and web options will

be open from July 25-31,
2025. The verification of
special category certificates,
including PHC, CAP, NCC,
Sports, and Extra-Curricular
achievements, will be
carried out from July 31 to
August 1, 2025.

The publication of the
Special Phase seat allot-
ment list is scheduled for
August 3, 2025. Candidates
allotted seats in this phase
must complete the self
reporting from August 30 6
and report to the college’s e
colleges from August 4 to 6,
2025. Simultaneously, spot
admission processes will be
conducted to fill any remain-
ing vacancies in the private
unaided colleges from
August 11 to 12, 2025.

The circular also outlines
that only candidates who
have registered for DOST but
failed to secure a seat or
those who did not exercise
web options are eligible for
the Special Phase and Spot
Admission. The admis-*
sions process is open to all
categories, but students
admitted in the Spot phase
will not be eligible for schol-
arships.
