Addressing the gathering of faculty, institutional
heads, and stakeholders, Prof. Reddy emphasized
the transformative role that Apprenticeship
Embedded Degree Programmes (AEDPs) play in
reshaping the higher education landscape of
Telangana in line with the vision of the National
Education Policy (NEP) 2020.

Prof. Reddy noted that NEP 2020 strongly
advocates the integration of vocational education,
industry exposure, and skill-based learning within
the mainstream academic framework. AEDPs are
emerging as a critical pathway to enhance
employability and ensure students graduate with
practical, job-ready skills.

He highlighted that AEDPs offer a “learn and
earn” model, blending classroom instruction with
structured on-the-job training. Quoting recent
data, he pointed out that graduates from
apprent iceship- integrated programmes
demonstrate 25–30% higher employability
compared to their peers in traditional degree
programmes. This shift, he said, marks a
significant move away from rote learning to
experiential and applied education.

Prof. Reddy underscored the pivotal role of faculty
in the successful rollout of AEDPs. He urged
educators to evolve their roles and take on new
responsibilities such as:

R e d e s i g n i n g c u r r i c u l a t o i n c l u d e
apprenticeship modules,

Liaising with industry partners to coordinate
student training,

Monitoring student progress, ensuring
academic rigor, and mentoring learners
throughout the apprenticeship cycle.

He added that this FDP serves as an essential step
in preparing faculty for these expanded roles, and
congratulated the organizers for initiating this
capacity-building endeavour.

Highlighting the proactive stance of TGCHE, Prof.
Reddy assured participants that the Council is
commit ted to fac i l i t a t ing the smooth
implementation of AEDPs across the State.

In conclusion, Prof. Reddy called upon faculty
members to embrace this paradigm shift with
d e d i c a t i o n a n d i n n o v a t i o n . H e s a i d ,
“Apprenticeship Embedded Degree Programmes
are not just another academic initiative—they
represent a systemic transformation in how we
prepare our youth for the future.”

Engineering Education in Telangana
