New rules boost state’s role, tighten oversight in higher education

THE Telangana Council of
Higher Education has wel-
comed the University Grants
Commission’s newly noti-
fied Ihstitutions Deemed to
be Universities Amendment
Regulations 2026, describing
them as a landmark step in
reinforcing the role of state
governments in higher edu-
cation governance.

TGCHE Chairman Balak-
ista Reddy said on Friday that
the amendments, notified on
April 21, are a constructive
move to strengthen coopera-
tive federalism and safeguard
the academic interests of
students. For several years,
the Telangana Government
and the council had raised
concerns about regulatory
gaps in the functioning and
expansion of deemed uni-
versities. These concerns
included institutions being
established without adequate
consultation with the state,
unregulated expansion of
programmes, and deviations
from prescribed norms con-
cerning ‘admissions and res-
ervations: The council noted
that the new amendments
directly address these issues

and restore balance in over-
sight.

"The regulations now make
it mandatory for institu-
tions to cbtain a No Objec-
tion Certificate from the
State Government, before
being declared as deemed
universities or off-campus
centres. They also require
formal denotification, re-
inforcing the states regula-
tory authority and ensuring
alignment with regional
priorities. The amendments
further enhance the role of
constitutional  authorities
in governance, recognising
state participation in the ap-
pointment of key functionar-
ies, such as Chancellors and
Vice-Chancellors at institu-
tions receiving ' substantial
funding. Another significant
change is the introduction
of a Letter of Intent process
with defined timelines, re-

placing direct declarations
to improve transparency. The
amendments also provide a
structured framework for in-
stitutions sponsored by phil-
anthropic organisations with
clear financial accountability
benchmarks,

TGCHE emphasised that
these changes align with the
spirit of the Constitution,
which treats education as a
subject under the Concur-
rent List. The provisions
also uphold the principles
of Article 371-D, ensuring
equitable access and regional
balance in opportunities. The
council reiterated that active
state involvement is essential
to align institutional expan-
sion with socio-economic

and employment needs while |

maintaining academic stand-
ards. Expressing appreciation
to the UGC for incorporat-
ing the concerns raised by
Telangana, the council as-
sured it will continue to work
closely with the state and the
commission to ensure effec-
tive implementation. This
reform is expected to bring
much-needed accountability
to the private higher educa-
tion sector while protecting
the rights of the local student
community.
