TG EAPCET Web Options & Mock Allotment — Frequently Asked Questions
(FAQs)

Q1. I did not get a seat in the Mock Allotment. Does that mean I have no chance
of getting a seat?

Answer:

No. The Mock Allotment is only a trial allotment designed to help students
understand the impact of their web options. It gives you an opportunity to review and
modify your option priorities. If you rearrange your web options correctly, you may
secure a better college or branch in the final allotment.

Q2. I got a seat in the Mock Allotment, but not in my preferred college or
branch. Why?

Answer:

In most cases, the reason is not your rank but the priority order of your web
options. If you placed your preferred college lower in the priority list, the system
allotted a seat based on the higher-priority options you selected.

Q3. A student with a lower rank than mine got a seat in my preferred college.
How is that possible?

Answer:

Seat allotment depends on both merit rank and the priority order of web options.
If another student gave higher priority to that college while you placed it lower in
your options, the other student could receive the seat despite having a lower rank.

Q4. Can I modify my web options after the Mock Allotment?

Answer:

Yes. The counseling authority provides a specific period after the Mock Allotment to
edit and rearrange your web options. Students should make full use of this opportunity
to improve their chances in the final allotment.

QS. How should students belonging to reservation categories (SC/ST/BC/EWS)
fill their web options?

Answer:

Reservation category students should include all the colleges they are interested in
and arrange them in the correct order of preference, even if they believe their chances
are low. If no other eligible candidate is available in a reserved category for a
particular college, they may still have a chance of getting that seat.

Q6. What details should I check before selecting a college during web option
entry?

Answer:
Before giving web options, students should carefully verify:



e College location (District)

e Courses offered

e Fee structure

e Accreditation and affiliation
e Placement record

e Hostel and campus facilities

These details are available in the Institute Profile, and students should review them
before finalizing their options.

Q7. Is it better to choose more colleges while filling web options?

Answer:

Yes. Students should include all the colleges they are willing to join and arrange them
in the correct priority order. Selecting more relevant options increases the chances of
securing a seat.

Q8. Can I rely on the information shared on YouTube, Instagram, or Facebook
regarding counseling?

Answer:

Students should be cautious. While some content creators provide accurate guidance,
many share incomplete or incorrect information due to a lack of proper understanding.
Always verify information through official counseling notifications or experienced
counselors before making important decisions.

Q9. How would an official YouTube channel help students during the counseling
process?

Answer:
An official YouTube channel can provide:

e Regular counseling updates

e Accurate guidance on web options

e College and branch information

e Answers to frequently asked questions

e Clarification of counseling rules and procedures

o Reliable information that helps students avoid confusion caused by misleading
social media content

Q10. What is your final advice to students before the final seat allotment?

Answer:

Do not be disappointed by the Mock Allotment results. Treat it as an opportunity to
improve your web options. Carefully study the Institute Profiles, prioritize colleges
according to your preferences, and seek guidance from experienced counselors if
needed. Well-planned web options can significantly improve your chances of getting
your preferred college and branch.
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
